From the Chaplain’s Desk
Dear Fellow Knights,

Have you ever gone through some of your old stuff on your
desk, in your bureau drawers, or on the kitchen counter and found
old photos? The other day, | found photos of myself taking a group
of young people on a cross-country outing when | was Upstate. |
also have some photos of myself with young people when | went
with them on two World Youth Days. Good grief! | think of myself
and my abilities then and now and | say to myself: Father John,
you ain’t gonna do that anymore!

However, this Lent is a time for us to renew our spiritual youth.
The annual Lenten season is the fitting time to climb the holy
mountain of Easter. We do this with our Lord Jesus Christ, who
restores our spiritual youth. By taking Lent seriously, we are able
to see the real value of and to celebrate the paschal mystery.

In one of our Lenten Sunday Gospels, we are reminded how our
Lord could count on only a handful of disciples: His messianic
career seemed to be a total failure. And there was more. The hill
of Calvary loomed larger in Jesus’ mind. He began to speak of it to
his disciples quite often. And you know, He had nothing to offer His
disciples but the cross and self-denial.

Today, fellow Knights, we are reminded Christ is still with us.
But so are His detractors. Just as during His public ministry, there
are those in our society who want our Lord silenced. They wish to
tear down the credibility of Christ working through His Church.

Yet, today as during His public ministry, our Lord offers out to us
the only safety devices we can use to restore our crumbling
society: The cross and self-denial. Self-denial is a mystical death
one must experience. Oh yes, it is a definite deterrent to keep us
spiritually limber and alert in a selfish society. Self-denial is to die
to selfishness and self-pity. Itis to die in order to serve others
when and where they require support and help. And when you stop
to think of it, isn’t that the whole spiritual purpose of the Knights of
Columbus: a Catholic support group to help dedicated men to
achieve holiness through a youthful spirit!
